Neuroscience has revealed that brain scans of hard-core video gamers are nearly 
identical to cocaine addicts. Brain scans of porn addicts show more damage than 
heroin addicts.

Cases are now popping up in courts because companion chatbots are coercing 
some people to commit suicide. 72% of teenagers have used AI companion bots 
at least once. And Christians are not immune. Students worldwide are ‌using AI 
to cheat, leaving educators panicked and bewildered. In 2024, 66% of college 
undergraduates used AI. As of last year, that number rocketed to 92%. These two 
issues are just the tip of the iceberg of what we will be exploring in this session.
